Yeshua did what the atisacrifices only foreshadowed in the Torah
but never finally accomplished (Hebrews 2:9, Retate5:9, Colossians 1:21-22, 2 Timothy
1:10, 1 Timothy 2:3-6; 1 Peter 2:24, Hebrews 9:43)1As our Great High Priest after the order
of Malki-TzedekYeshua took our sins upon Himself, mysteriouglgdming the Sin Bearer of
humanity, and was crucified on our behalf so thadd atonement with a holy God would be
forever accomplished.
